2 Advertising

Advertising as permitted by class rules may be displayed. Boats may be required to display
advertising chosen and supplied by the organising authority.

3 Eligibility and entry

3.1 Participants must have a residential address on the Isle of Wight.
3.2 Participants must be aged 18 or younger on 31 December 2026.

3.3 Sailors who finished within the top 3 or top 25% of Regatta Fleet overall on a previous year should
now move up to a Racing Fleet.

In the interests of safety, any entrant not meeting this criteria will
be instructed by the Race Officer to not participate or to retire from racing.

Sailing Instructions

A parent or guardian (or someone designated to be in Loco Parentis) of each participant under 18
must remain on site at all times while their child is on site or racing.

Prizes

Event and Championship Series prizes will be awarded to at least the first boat per class plus other
prizes at the discretion of the Race Commiittee.

Disclaimer of liability

A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in
this Notice of Race or the Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself. By
launching, the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and
compete in them.

Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat, nor will it make the
organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however caused, as a result
of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race
and the event and include the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats
and beach masters.

Every boat is required to hold adequate insurance, and, in particular, to hold insurance against third
party claims in the sum of at least £5,000,000.
